Basic signs, such as exit signs, 
speed zone signs and interstate 
markers are going into place. 

Byres said there should be, 
enough signs up and enough traf- J 
fie striping in place to enable the 
public to use the crosstov 
by Labor Day.

Expressway. In addition to installation of signs, 
another small project on the Crosstown, 
replacement of about 100 feet of pavement on each
